Have you ever thought of yourself as an Ambassador for Christ? Consider the following passage: 
 
ñAnd all things are of God, who hath reconciled us to Himself by Jesus Christ, and hath given us the 
ministry of reconciliation; To wit, that God was in Christ, reconciling the world unto Himself, not 
imputing their trespasses unto them, and hath committed unto us the word of reconciliation. Now then 
we are AMBASSADORS for Christ, as though God did beseech you by us: we pray you in Christôs 
stead, be ye reconciled to Godò 2 Corinthians 5:18-20 
 
Letôs seeééwhat is an Ambassador? An Ambassador is a representative of his or her native country 
that lives in a foreign land. We are citizens of heaven and pilgrims on this earth. Isnôt it interesting that 
God gave us the highest rank that a person can have in a foreign land? What a privilege! So, what is 
the job of an Ambassador? To represent his or her home country and be a spokesperson delivering 
the most important news in the foreign land. What is the news we are to deliver? The Word of 
Reconciliation. As Godôs Ambassadors we have been given the ñministry of reconciliationò and we are 
to use the ñword of reconciliationò to ñreconcileò the world back to God. That sounds like a lot of 
reconcilingé. Wow!! What an honor, what a privilege, what a blessingéé.. so, what does that really 
mean anyway? What would that look like in my daily life? What can I do to fulfill my God given 
ministry of reconciliation? It is all about reconcilingéétaking a person who is an enemy of God and 
changing them into His friend. A Good News In Action mission trip is just one of the many ways you 
can fulfill your purpose as Godôs Ambassador to reach a world filled with folks who are separated 
from God and show them the way to become His friends for all eternity.  
 
During January 7-14, 2012, Twenty Five Ambassadors for Christ were cut loose in El Salvador with 
the Word of Reconciliation in one hand and a translator in the other, and as a result over 600 people 
were reconciled to God, becoming Godôs friends all through the presentation of the Word of 
Reconciliation! Wow! That is what we call fulfilling your purpose! We would like to thank Shawn Kitley 
and his team of 9 from Journey Christian Fellowship in Missoula Montana, Richard Mills and his team 
of 10 from Faith Baptist Church in Youngsville North Carolina, and Brian Busby and his team of 6 
from Copper Springs Church in Clovis, California, for their willingness to come to El Salvador and so 
faithfully and boldly share the gospel so that people could be saved. The downtown parks, the town of 
Nueva Concepcion, Aguilares, Nejapa, Santisima Trinidad and Apopa will never be the same, they 
now have new Ambassadors for God walking their streets and living in their houses who will 
eventually be ready to take the Word of Reconciliation and make more friends of God!! Follow up will 
help them get from point A to point B J It sounds like an exponential growth pattern of Godôs 
Kingdom has been born!
